The Carnegie building, located at 10 King Street West
in Dundas, opened in 1910. It was the town's brst
library funded by a donation from American
industrialist, Andrew Carnegie, and the citizens of
Dundas. In 1980 it became the home of the Dundas
Art & Craft Association. Since 1987 the Gallery has
coordinated the Arts Dundas weekend, a festival
celebrating the visual, literary and performing arts in
Dundas. Notable annual events are the Buskerfest in
early June, and tHeundas Cactus FestivialAugust.

John
Graves Simcoe arrived in Upper Canada as its brst
Lieutenant Governor in 1792.With the possibility of
attack by the United States being of
great concern Simcoe ordered a
military road be built from Cootes
Paradise (todayOs Dundas) to
Oxford (Woodstock), ensuring
transport of troops and supplies by
land. He named it ODundas Street®
for Sir Henry Dundas, Secretary
for Home Affairs in England.There
is no record that Sir Henry ever set
foot in Canada. Today, within Dundas limits, the road
is named both Dundas Street and GovernorOs Road.

William Lyon Mackenzie

lived in Dundas before

the Rebellion of Upper Canada in 1837. He came
over from Scotland with John Lesslie in 1820 and
worked in Montreal. They opened new stores in
Kingston and Coote's Paradise, which brought
Mackenzie to Dundas in 1822. Mackenzie and his
family are thought to have moved into a residence
owned by Edward Lesslie at 34 Baldwin Street.The
store, 'Mackenzie & Lesslie' was on the corner of
Main and Baldwin Streets (the site of today's Cattel
Funeral Home).This store sold general merchandise.
Most important historically, this store also served as
DundasQOs brst lending library, which was only one
room with 75 books. After MackenzieOs rebellion
was routed by Allan Napier MacNab, he sought
refuge back in Dundas and hid in a cave under the
Dundas Peak, while making his way to Niagara. Itis
now known as MackenzieOs cave but is grown over
and difpcult to bnd.

Dundas was once the terminus of Toronto's Dundas
Street (Highway 5), one of the earliest routes used
by Ontario's brst settlers. Dundas Street was
constructed as a colonial road at the direction of
John Graves Simcglerst lieutenant-governor of
Upper Canadat connected Toronto (then known as
York) to the town of Dundasthen to settlements
west, and also aroundake Ontarioto Niagara-on-
the-Lake(Newark).

DundasO nickname is the Valley Town. It was formed
in pre-glacial times, thousands of years ago, when an
ancient river Rowing from the west eroded a deep
gorge in the Niagara Escarpment, similar to the
Niagara River
gorge. Glacial
erosion widened
the gorge,
creating a broad
valley.The steep
face of the
escarpment is
maintained by
differential
erosion
whereby the hard cap rock is undercut by the faster
erosion of the underlying soft rock. The waterfalls of
the Dundas Valley are the end product of this
geological process.

Ellen
Osler died in 1906 at
the age of 100. The
Ellen Osler Memorial
Home ofpbcially opened
on Oct. 30.1909. It was
sold to the Salvation
Army for $1 on Oct.
16,1974. The home
now serves as a residential facility for women in
conBict with the law.

Dundas Valley & The Dundas Valley Conservation Area
has a 40-kilometre trail network in its 1,200-hectare 2
realm of Carolinian forests, fields, streams, rare plants, =
birds and wildlife. Open to hikers, dog-walkers, cyclists
and equestrians. The highest point in the trail is
Dundas Peak with spectactular views overlooking
Dundas and Hamilton.

In October 1930 the Canada Bread Co. opened a
depot at Peel and Park due to the demand for their
products.! Delivery men in horse-drawn bread wagons
covered routes every day to ensure that the families of
Dundas had fresh bread every day.! There were three
or more delivery wagons carrying white, whole wheat,
and fancy breads, cakes, dinner rolls, and a different pie
each day of the week.! The products were also sold in
the grocery stores.!
